Nicole’s life took a drastic turn on her fifth birthday when,
instead of receiving Barbie dolls as gifts, she was thrust into a
world of abuse and exploitation. Her parents instead of
safeguarding her, trafficked her for their own financial gain. By
the age of 18, Nicole hoped for rescue from a man who turned
out to be another trafficker. Feeling hopeless, she sought
refuge in a cemetery, when she stumbled upon Hope Is
Restored. With swift action, we intervened and rescued her
from her ordeal.
